This TV is intended for the rendering of video and audio signals, on a table-top or wall-
mounted, in a home or office environment. It must not be used in rooms with a high
level of humidity or dust concentration. The warranty is only valid if used as intended
by the manufacturer.

AWARNING

High humidity and dust concentration may lead to current leaks in the device. To

reduce the risk of fire or electrical shock:

- Do not expose this unit to rain, moisture, dripping or splashing water, and do
not place objects filled with liquids, such as vases, cups, etc. on or over the
unit.

B Power Supply

The power plug must be easily accessible
so that the device can be disconnected at
all time. The unit is live, even if in standby
mode, as long as the unit is connected to
a power outlet.

It is recommended that this unit is placed
on a dedicated circuit.

- Do not overload the power outlets by
connect too many appliances to the
same outlet. Overloaded wall outlets,
extension cords, etc. are dangerous
and can result in electric shock and
fire.

B Power plug and power cable
